Tylorstown became members of the WRU in 1937 and are founder
members of the Welsh Youth Rugby Union and the Mid District Rugby
Union. The club has played at Penrhys Park since 1934, the clubhouse
opening in 1964.

This year there wasn’t a single win in their opening 6 matches although a
few defeats were close affairs. Tylorstown did however top the F group of
the WRU cup and despite beating Taibach in the next round they were
defeated by Abertillery BG in the quarter final. Since our original game
was postponed in late December, they have seen little action, going down
heavily to leaders Penarth and more recently by the narrowest of margins
to Fairwater. They will arrive today determined to climb the table from
their current lowly position.

Off the field, a good admin in always essential, and in Lionel Langford
Tylorstown have one of the best — he is now the longest present serving
club officer in the W.R.U.

Championship successes were achieved in National League Division 6
1995/96 and 3 South East 2009/2010. They were also M.D.R.U. winners
1982/83 and runners up 1961/62, 1966/67, 1987/88. Paul Hefford is the
most capped District Player ever (1975-1993).

In their honours list are Wales caps Gordon Wells, Howard Norris, John
Bevan, Rhys Gill and Morgan Stoddart, all having their origins in the club,
Norris and Bevan also Lions of course.
